• translation problems and challenges: new technologies and new 
skills, AI; 

• terminology in specialised communication:lexicography, 

terminological databases; 

• all other aspects of specialised communication. 

 

We will be very pleased to receive your contributions. In accordance with the 

tradition of the Colloquium, doctoral students and young scientists are also 
welcome, as well as papers dealing with other linguistic fields beyond the main 

topic. 

 

The conference languages are German and English.

Please submit abstracts (approximately 300 words) of your papers (20 

minutes for presentation plus 10 minutes for discussion) via the registration 
form on the conference website lingcoll2025.uw.edu.pl 

by 31 March 2025 

The notification of acceptance will be issued by 28 May 2025 at the latest. 

The conference fee is 650 zlotys (150 euros for foreign guests) and covers 

the cost of conference materials, catering during the coffee breaks as well as 
a reception and the production of conference proceedings. Details regarding 

transfer will be provided after registration. A reduced early bird fee is 
envisaged.
